Stephen McGlenn attending COP16

J u St C al I It The YWCA Lethbridge and District's Eco-Advocate, Stephen McGlenn, will be attending the 16
Conference of the Parties to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change in
Cancun, Mexico, Nov. 29 - Dec. 10, 2010. Just call it COP16!

C O P 1 6 ! Stephen is one of 29 young people from all over Canada comprising the Canadian Youth Delega-
tion. This past summer, the Canadian Youth Climate Commission, a civil society (not a govern-
mental agency), put out a call for youth representatives to attend COP16. Stephen is the one youth
delegate selected from Alberta.

The expectation at the previous conference, Copenhagen 15, was to establish a new worldwide climate
change treaty. That did not happen as the process stalled due to political and economic pressures in
many countries. Stephen feels that the expectations at COP16 are more realistic, although many details
must be sorted out by both United Nations and the government leaders of the countries attending.

Each member of the Youth Delegation has a particular focus on an aspect of the conference's agenda.
Stephen is in the policy group, their focus being to study the Measuring, Reporting and Verifying (MRV)

of greenhouse gases and pollution. The MRV sector also includes financing of the MRV process as the
developing nations will need financial support in order to comply with these processes once they are in
place.

The Youth Delegation hopes to lobby, advocate and petition effectively to influence the development of a cohesive and comprehen-
sion Climate Change Treaty worldwide. It seems to be a case of the people leading the 'leaders’ as agencies such as the Sierra Club,
Greenpeace and many others have become a tight network working toward the goal of an effective climate change treaty.

Stephen said that this is "the opportunity of a lifetime" and he is very excited about the COP16 conference and the role of youth dele-
gate.
